I Pagliacci is a masterpiece of Italian verismo
opera, composed by Ruggiero Leoncavallo and
premiered in 1892. This iconic work captures raw
human emotion, blending passion, jealousy, love,
and betrayal into a powerful dramatic arc. The
story is set in a small Italian village and follows a
traveling commedia dell’arte troupe, where the
boundary between performance and reality blurs
with tragic consequences.
Leoncavallo drew inspiration for his opera from
an episode that actually occurred in Montalto
Uffugo, a small town near Cosenza, where his
father served as a judge, and where the
partecipants will have the possibility to perform in
a concert with piano.
Our workshop focuses on Leoncavallo “I Pagliacci”
and other vocal works, linking the music to the
landscape that inspired it.

Specializing
in verismo vocal techniques, her students have achieved
significant milestones, such as admission to the Accademia
della Scala.
